19.106 Public Participation
A member of the public announced that they were the applicant for 19/03047/APP  55 Beaconsfield Road.  Cllr Ronson asked how many metres the extension was coming out to the front and the resident said around one metre, “like an extended porch”.

19.107 Report on Current active medium to large scale development sites
· Cllr Read asked the Cllr Wyatt check the landscaping plans for the Charles Church development, to ensure they had planted everything as per the plans.  Cllr Wyatt AGREED to do this.
· It was AGREED that Cllr Ronson and Cllr Read would check the Cala Homes site on Weston Road. 

19.108 Review and Recommendations of Planning Applications: Small Scale

i. 19/03047/APP 	55 Beaconsfield Road	Two storey side and single storey front extension
Cllr Read asked the Chair if he could address the applicant and Cllr Wyatt AGREED.  He went on to ask whether AVDC had insisted on the change in roof line between the existing building and proposed extension.  The applicant responded that AVDC had.  Cllr Read went on to ask if the applicant minded the Parish Council using this application as an example to question why they do this and the applicant said they had no issue with this.  The Clerk was asked to email AVDC.

RESOLVED: No objection

ii. 19/02764/APP	The Oak PH 119 Green End Street	Installation of new timber shed bar servery to existing rear beer garden

RESOLVED: no objection on the condition that the bar is closed at 10pm at the latest, due to reasons of extra noise to local residents.

iii. Other (for report only)

19.109 Review and Recommendations of Planning Applications: Large Scale

i. 19/02985/ADP 	Land North Of Aston Clinton Road (Former Aston Clinton MDA Site) - Approval of reserved matters (external appearance, landscaping, layout and scale) for the erection of 254 dwellings pursuant to outline planning permission 15/03806/AOP and discharge of conditions 1 (landscape) 7 (materials) 8 (screen and boundary wall and fences) 9 (hard and soft landscaping) 11 (slab levels) 12 (bin and recylates storage) 13 (details of parking garaging and manoeuring) 18 (ecolocical) and 30 (noise mitigation) in relation to Phases 2 and 3.)

RESOLVED: No objection with the same caveats as phase 1, and that the three stories were even more imposing and out of place, due to them being positioned on the outlying areas.  

ii. 19/03004/APP	Land North To East, College Road North	Proposed mezzanine (1,025 sqm mezzanine on first floor and 276 sqm mezzanine on second floor) for storage use only in Unit dbs 1.

RESOLVED: no objection to this application but had concerns over the increased movements of vehicles resulting from the extra storage space, especially at night times and particularly with regard to the bleepers, and would ask the case officer to take all of this into consideration when placing conditions.

iii. 18/03225/APP | Erection of 3 agricultural buildings | Park Farm Church Lane – updated landscaping documentation.

There was a lengthy discussion with regard to this application, particularly due to the proximity to the park and impact on views towards and from the AONB.  The applicant had provided further landscaping clarifications, to provide screening of the barns.  The applicant also confirmed that there would be no slurry and that it would be a ‘straw yard’ which soaks up slop.  

RESOLVED: As a result of the landscaping screening & mitigation proposals subsequently submitted by the applicant, the planning Committee no objected to this application subject to the landscaping proposals in the Landscape strategy document Drawing no HBA - 812 -01 & Note on plant species document of August 19 by Huskission Brown Associates being adhered to.
