i. Installation of new playpark: Cllr C Judge reported that work had begun and would take three weeks to complete and a RoSPA inspection had been booked.  The playpark should be open to the public on 25th July.
ii. Repairs:   The adhesive signs on the external wall of the MUGA are peeling and replacements had been ordered.  Two of the slippery surface’ signs at the bridges were missing and would be replaced.  It was agreed that replacement signs should be the same shape as the posts so that they could not easily be removed in future.				          ACTION: Clerk
iii.	Playpark equipment cleaning: The five quotes were considered.  It was resolved to accept the quote of £2,220 from contractor F, Works Plumbing, to clean, sand, prime and paint the play park equipment. iv.	MUGA cleaning: The quotes for the cleaning of the MUGA were considered.   Contractor A had stated that the paint would not be removed in the cleaning process.   It was not clear if the original colour of the MUGA flooring would be restored or if the floor would need to be repainted.
