19.084 Apologies
Apologies were received from Cllr Tubb.

19.085 Declaration of Interests:  For Councillor’s to declare any personal or prejudicial interests.

19.086 Minutes of previous meeting 
These were approved and signed by Cllr Read

19.087 Public Participation
The following matters were raised:

· The applicant of 18/03225/APP Park Farm Church Lane addressed the Committee with an update on this application explaining that further landscaping details had been submitted that they believed would be of benefit to the area, to include hedging and tree planting to fill gaps and provide screening around the perimeter.   Also, they explained that AVDC had recommended smaller trees to be planted, as more appropriate for the area.  Species were yet to be confirmed.  Cllr Read expressed thanks for taking note of the Parish Council’s original comments.
· Concerns were raised with demolition works having begun on the site at 140-142 London Road and the fact that reserved matters had yet to be determined and requirement for a bat survey pre-demolition had not be adhered to.  A member of the public had contacted AVDC with regard to this but had received a vague response.  

19.088 Report on Current active medium to large scale development sites
The following sites were reported on:

· Chaple Drive – Cllr Read reported that the footpath was open yet the traditional diagonal was not being used and that he would be asking them developers to put a sign in & to cut the hedges.
· Bovis site – Cllr Wyatt had received reports of lorries parking outside the operating times and had spoken with the site manager.  He had also made recommendations to him about placing bollards on the verges to prevent parking issues and would be chasing them regarding this.

19.090 Review and Recommendations of Planning Applications: Large Scale

i. 17/04819/AOP	Westonmead Farm Aston Clinton Road Weston Turville	Outline application with all matters reserved except for principle means of vehicular access, for up to 157 dwellings, public open space, play area, vehicular access off Aston Clinton Road and associated infrastructure.

Cllr Read had attended the Strategic Committee Meeting for this application earlier in the day and had spoken on behalf of both Aston Clinton (AC) and Weston Turville (WT) Parish Council in objection to this application, with the following to report:

· There were two applications for this site with the original for 177 being at appeal and this one, for 157.
· They were both outside of the Weston Turville Neighbourhood Plan settlement boundary on the site of green fields and with serious traffic concerns.
· The entrance and exit plans had been amended to include two with one using an already approved entrance from another application.
· A ghost island was being proposed to allow for cars to turn right into the site and the proposal now included an extension to the dual carriageway a further 300m down the road.
· 4.5 hectres of the site would remain green
· After a lot of discussion and argument, the Local Planning Authority (LPA) voted 4 to 1 in favour of the application and therefore outline permission was approved.

v. 19/02789/ADP	140-142 London Road	Application for reserved matters pursuant to outline permission 17/01087/AOP for the landscaping of the demolition of existing dwellings and the erection of eight flats and discharge conditions 6 (landscape) 9 (bins) 10 11(cycle store) & 12 (slab levels)

RESOLVED: No objection with the following conditions – 
· To accord with policies EN1 & EN2 of the Aston Clinton Neighbourhood Plan, Bat and bird boxes to be incorporated into the dwellings
· The positions of the bin store and cycle store to be swapped over to keep consistency with the flats next door
· As per condition 13 of the outline planning permission 17/01087/AOP No demolition work shall take place on the dwellings or outbuildings to be demolished until an up to date bat survey has been carried out (re-iterating and highlighting the above condition due to the fact that demolition works have already started on one of the properties)

vi. 19/02836/AOP	Land Adjacent To Longhorn Farm Weston Road	Outline planning application for the erection of seven dwellings and associated access

RESOLVED: to object on the following grounds – lack of sustainability and contrary to the ACNP policies H2, as for more than 5 dwellings, HQD1 as over development of the site and T1 on unsuitable access.



vii. 19/00510/ADP	North Of Aston Clinton Road (Former Aston Clinton MDA Site) Weston Turville - Reserved matters application persuant to outline planning permission 15/03806/AOP (external appearance, landscaping, layout and scale) for the erection of 132 dwellings pursuant to outline planning permission 15/03806/AOP and discharge of conditions 1 (landscaping) 7 (materials) 8 (details of screen and boundary walls) 9 (details of hard and soft landscaping) 11 (slab levels) 12 (details of bins and reclates store) 13 (details of parking, garaging and manoeuving) 18 (ecological, mitigation management plan) and 30 (noise) in relation to Phase 1 and full discharge of conditions 2 (hasing plan) and 6 (design codes)

The Clerk provided a bit of background to this application explaining that the case officer had only recently been in touch to apologise that AC Parish Council had been missed off the consultation for this application and asking that they comment as soon as possible.   Outline planning had already been approved and as this was for the detail design and layout, reserved matters for a large number of dwellings and associated facilities, the committee felt that they needed more time to look over the plans.  A member of the public announced that they were a representative of the applicant, Taylor Wimpey, and would be able to assist with any explanations.  As it was felt that this would take too long and there was a lot of detail to assess, the representative was invited to a meeting to discuss (as per the policy the PC has on meeting with developers) for the following week and it was RESOLVED that the item would be deferred to the next public planning meeting as the Committee felt under pressure to rush a decision. 

RESOLVED: to defer as the Committee felt they had not been given enough time by the LPA to study the plans 

viii. 18/03225/APP	Park Farm Church Lane	Erection of 3 agricultural buildings
The Applicant had submitted a landscaping report with suggestions for tree planting and screening.  The Committee discussed the report and consultee comments that had been submitted since AC Parish Council were last consulted on this application. 

Cllr Wyatt expressed the following concerns over the proximity of the barns to the bearbrook and park boundary and in particular the environmental impact on the bearbrook

Cllr Read expressed appreciation that the applicant had taken the Committee’s previous comments on board with regard to the need for landscaping, and went on to ask the applicant for clarification on the following issues:
· Whether it was possible for the barns to be located further from the brook – the applicant replied that it would not be possible due to the restrictions of a covenant held by a neighbouring property
· What the blue lines in the landscape report plans where for – the applicant explained that they are indications of the view from the park, to shield the buildings

RESOLVED: to retain the existing objection on this application for the reason that the landscape report was not a definitive landscape plan and did not fully address the Committee’s concerns on landscaping and screening.  

ix. 19/01414/APP	Kee Process Ltd College Road Business Park College Road North	Change of use of land from agricultural to create additional open storage
RESOLVED: to re-state previous objection with the addition that the landscaping condition had been satisfied.
